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Abstract

This article examines to process of historical change. An
approach analyzes actor and structure because of reflect to position of
empire or hegemonic actor in eras. In this position, transition on the
organic crisis of the global capitalism. To consider how useful of social
protection in neoliberal doctrine, and how convergence to sufficiency
economy. In conclusion of three points as follows: (1) Social Protection
as an instrument of the great power nations for develop to governance
in developing countries. (2) Neoliberalism as a result of social protection
is supported to risk management and insecurity. However, sufficiency
economy is alternative of development and not opposed to
neoliberalism, because it based on middle path and key ideas of
Buddhism. (3) Implementation of social protection is limited on popular
society and access to community groundwork. Moreover, sufficiency
economy base on bottom - up relations and participation of people in
levels of individual, family, and community. In contrast, social protection
provides social welfare by public sector, and service delivery to

communities.
