Abstract

This research article studies Thai absolute monarchy, which began in the 1880s and
ended in the 1932 Revolution. Previous studies in economic and political dimensions have
shown that, the absolute monarchy undertook major projects to centralise power under

Bangkok’s rule under the lead of King Chulalongkorn.
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Intended to extend the body of knowledge about Thai absolute monarchy, this
research article emphasizes on two cultural dimensions of the regime through the suppression
of the Shan Rebellion in 1902. Firstly, the study shows that we have to take into account
both the “coercive” (phra det) and the “benevolent” (phra khun) dimensions to understand
how Thai absolute monarchy exercised its power. While Bangkok was establishing the
administrative structure, it also employed violent means to any resistances towards its rule.
Secondly, this study adopts a gender studies framework to show that the Thai army’s
perspective towards the North reinforced the “ideology of masculinity”. That is, the Thai army
was masculine, while the North feminine. Thus, masculinity was one among the cultures of
Thai absolute monarchy.
