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Influence of Power on Self-Interested Behavior:
The Deterrent Effect of Perceived
Accountability as a Moderator
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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to investigate the influence of power on self-
interested behavior and the moderating role of perceived accountability. One hundred
and two undergraduates were asked to answer a questionnaire via Google forms to
assess their moral identity as a control variable. After two weeks, the undergraduates
were assigned to different power-perceived accountability conditions by using moral
identity as matched groups factorial design to ensure nonsignificant difference between
the moral identity scores in each condition. Later, the participants were tasked to
complete a series of questionnaires and a group activity to measure their self-interested
behavior.

The study reveals that participants in the high power condition felt significantly
more powerful than participants in the low power condition. There is no significant
difference in the perceived accountability between participants in the high perceived
accountability condition, the low perceived accountability condition, and non perceived
accountability condition. There is no significant interaction between the effects of
power and perceived accountability on self-interested behavior. Moreover, the results

show that there is no significant main effect of power and perceived accountability.
