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Abstract

History is one of the subjects in Social Studies, Religion and Culture which has
an important goal of supporting citizenship in various dimensions. The Instruction of
history can be divided into three methods, each with different objectives, namely
(1) enhancing collective memory- promote citizens to know their roots and aware of
national heritage (2) teaching methodologies (disciplinary)- teach citizens to have
systematic thinking skills, and (3) postmodern teaching- teach citizens to be active
citizen and have global mindedness who can ask questions and check the source of
the information, learn to see different truths and coexist with people that are different.
If the teacher can see the development of the students in accordance with the goals
of the citizens in each dimension, the teacher will be able to choose the appropriate

teaching and learning methods for the students.
