Abstract

This article examines Antonio Gramsci’s conception of the “Communist Party”
as articulated in his pre-prison writings, with particular emphasis on the Towards the
Communist Party series published in L’Ordine Nuovo during the 1910s-1920s. Using
a qualitative, document-based methodology, the study draws on both primary and
secondary sources and employs Hans-Georg Gadamer’s hermeneutical framework to
interpret Gramsci’s texts. The findings reveal that Gramsci envisioned the Communist
Party as a “historical instrument” responsible for organizing the will of the working
class, cultivating class consciousness, and directing the transition beyond the capitalist
state toward socialism and ultimately a “classless society.” Rejecting the economic
determinism characteristic of classical Marxism, Gramsci emphasized the decisive roles
of praxis, ideology, culture, and a coherently organized political party. For Gramsci, the
Communist Party had to be genuinely rooted in the working class, grounded in clear
ideological principles, strategically oriented, and capable of concrete political action.
Central to this vision was his concept of the “factory council,” which he regarded as
a democratic organ of working-class power. His engagement with this model led him
to recognize the necessity of establishing a revolutionary party capable of effectively
seizing state power—an insight that culminated in the founding of the Italian
Communist Party in 1921. This study contributes to a deeper understanding of
Gramsci’s reinterpretation of Marxism, particularly his effort to recalibrate the
relationship between the economic base and the ideological-cultural superstructure.
His theoretical contributions continue to shape contemporary analyses of politics,

culture, and social transformation.
