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Changing Attitudes: A Study of Thai Wedding
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Abstract

This research examines changing attitudes of Thais towards their traditional Thai
wedding. It aims to study ways the Thai wedding has changed, including factors affecting them.
Data was collected through a questionnaire, participant observation, and in-depth interviews.
The results reveal that young adults nowadays treasure the traditional Thai wedding; however,
they do not truly know and understand the traditional steps and their symbolic meanings. The
important change is the way young adults pay more attention to the wedding reception than
other traditional steps. In addition, the wedding reception always changes in accordance with
fashion, modernity, value, and technology.
