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Abstract

This study aims to develop a law for the development of biodiversity
management act in Thailand on the Concept of People Participation appropriate
for the formulation of strategy, public policy, and legal measures for the
development of biodiversity management in Thailand. Thailand has not
formulated systematically strategy and public policy as well as the legal
measures for the holistic biodiversity management resulted in the problem
of establishing the framework and the practice in biodiversity management in
Thailand for public sector.

The research results showed that the development of biodiversity
management act in Thailand on the concept of people participation should

emphasize the development of the formulation of the strategy, public policy
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and legal measures on the biodiversity management in Thailand under the rules
of law and international agreements consisting of the concepts and theories of
the awareness of the mankind, the national sovereignty over the natural resources,
the environment protection and the conservation of the use of the natural
resources for sustainability, the promotion and protection of local wisdom in the
international system and the related principles of international laws. Moreover,
the development of biodiversity management act in Thailand on the concept
of people participation should focus on the enforcement of the act for the

integrated biodiversity management.
