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Abstract

This article aims to analyze opinions and expectations of Buddhist monks
towards ways to reform Buddhist organizations, as well as to examine the
operation of Buddhist organizations. It also suggests developing and reforming
guidelines of Buddhist organizations in Thai society. The research employs mixed
methodology: the quantitative methodology using a questionnaire to explore
opinions and expectations of Buddhist monks towards Buddhist organizations
reforming ways, and the qualitative methodology focusing on interviews and
group discussions to gain information on Buddhist monks’ working operations
and to create Buddhist organization reformation guidelines.

The results reveal that, firstly, the sample monks think that Thai people
expect Buddhist organizations at the high level (x = 3.62, SD = 1.025). The findings
also suggest that Buddhist organizations should create Sunday supporting school
(x = 4.22), develop university education (x = 4.19), and establish a demonstration
school for each Buddhist university (x = 4.11). Secondly, the Buddhist
organizations’ operations are found to focus on 6 Buddhist missions:
1) administration, 2) religious studies, 3) educational aid, 4) public assistance,
5) the propagation of Buddhism, and 6) public aid. Finally, the research
suggests that the Buddhist organizations should decentralize their administration
to provincial parts, and should emphasize educational curriculums

corresponding with the society nowadays.
