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Abstract

This article, entitled "Class, Reproduction, and Educational Inequality in Thai Society," aims to investigate
interrelationships between social class and educational reproduction that impact educational inequality in Thai
society. Documentation reviews, from academic textbooks and related research publications, were employed
along with Pierre Bourdieu's concepts of class and reproduction (1990). Bourdieu has effectively applied
sociological theories to the analysis of social phenomena in the contemporary world. Bourdieu developed the
concept of class from a different angle than traditional sociologists. Bourdieu also analyzed the concept of
reproduction, addressing social reproduction which dominates and leads to social inequality. Since the authors
mainly focus on educational reproduction, this article therefore attempts to argue Bourdieu's point of view on
class and reproduction in explaining educational inequality in Thai society. The implications of this article are

proposed as guideline for further investigations on educational inequality in Thai society.
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
