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Abstract

This paper examines factors that influence the learning management of child development center
with gquantitative research methodology. Data collection was carried out with 129 teachers who had worked
in child development center more than 1 year in Chanthaburi Province by questionnaire including,
(1) characteristics of teachers (2) capital utilization and (3) learning management of child development center.
Descriptive and multiple regression were used to analyze data. The results found the majority of respondents
were female (98.4 %). Most of the respondents had obtained a bachelor's degree (66.7 %), most of the
respondents, 70.7 % held an academic title in early childhood education or related fields (education). Comparing
with the four of capital utilization categories, early childhood teachers had the highest percentage of mean
score on symbolic capital utilization (83.4 %), followed by cultural capital utilization and economic capital
utilization (79.7 % equally), while the lowest percentage was social capital utilization (69.4 %). Moreover,
comparing the multiple regression coefficient among four influential variables, found the cultural capital
utilization, symbolic capital utilization and economic capital utilization had been statistical significance at the
0.01 level. Additionally, the explanatory variables accounted for 39.0 % of the variance in explaining learning

experiences provision of teachers (R* = 0.390).
