Abstract

This study aimed to evaluate the
appropriateness of objectives, structure,
contents, teaching and learning activities,
measurement and evaluation as well as the
follow-up assessment of knowledge, ability and
characteristic traits of the graduates assessed
by their bosses.

The study was carried out in stages as
follows: 1) determining population which consists
of 17 graduates completing the Master of Arts
degree program (MA) in English at the Faculty of
Humanities, Srinakharinwirot University during
the academic years 1996-2002, 12 instructors
teaching the MA English Program, and 12 bosses
or supervisors of the graduates. 2) designing
instruments consisting of three sets of specially-
designed questionnaires to survey the evaluation
of the graduates, the instructors and the bosses
on the MA English Program. 3) collecting data by
sending questionnaires through mail to the
graduates and the bosses while questionnaires
for the instructors were hand delivered. 4)
analyzing data involving the use of ready-made
computer program to calculate percentage, mean
and standard deviation. Open-ended questions
were counted and reported in frequency and
percentage.

Findings of the study showed that both
the graduates and the instructors agreed that the
MA English program was highly appropriate in
terms of objectives, structure, contents, teaching

and learning activities, measurement and

evaluation. The bosses and supervisors evaluated
the graduates high in regards to their English
competence, responsibility, and ability to work

with others.
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
