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Abstract

The research aimed to study communication types used in Nan city, to evaluate
communication types that affected the secondary school students’ bicycling use, and to propose
the effective cycling activities or projects for the further cycling campaigns. The secondary
school students, totally 398, were purposively selected from Nan Christian Suksa school and
Satrisrinan school. The instrument of the study consisted of the observation, the in-depth
interview, the documentary study, and the questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed using
mean, percentage, and standard deviation; and the content analysis was employed for the
interview data. The findings revealed the following: Communications concerning bicycling
promotion in Nan city were successful in creating positive attitudes towards the secondary
school students’ bicycling use in terms of the environmental friendliness, the cost saving, and the
health; while the available communications failed to create the sense of conveniences, safety,
and fastness. Therefore, bicycling use was mostly for sports, fun and recreation; whereas a few
were for main students’ activities: some private activities, buying things at local shops, or going
to school. Although the rate of students’ bicycle use is high, it is likely to decline, that is
necessary to find a solution. Communication models affected to the bicycling promotion
differently. The effective model included the bicycling use in the community’s daily life; and the
bicycling infrastructure such as the bicycling lane, the signage at the gateway, and bicycle rental
shop, for the perception and recognition stage; the community bicycling use, the parents and
friends’ supports the accept and agreement stage. However, the finding was unable to identify
the effectiveness of the communication types in the third stage.
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
