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Abstract

This research aims to examine the demographic characteristics and family background
of female students in Bangkok Metropolitan and their family communication patterns (RFCP), to
explore the differences in family communication pattern and its implications on their sexual risk
behaviors (SRB), and to explore the relationship between their induced sexual risk behaviors and
their unsafe sexual behaviors amongst female students in Bangkok Metropolitan. Four hundred
questionnaires were being responded by female students who are currently studying in
universities at Bangkok Metropolitan and were tabulated statistically with programs, by
analyzing the means, standard deviation, Chi-Square, Multivariate Analysis of Variance
(MANOVA), and Pearson Correlation. The results are as follows: 1) Demographic
characteristics and family background of female students in Bangkok Metropolitan-including
geographic origin, personal income, education of mother, occupation of father, occupation of
mother, and family income-are significantly correlated with their family communication
patterns. 2) Female students Bangkok Metropolitan socialized in the laissez-faire family will
have significant induced sexual risk behaviors and unsafe sexual behaviors than those students
socialized in protective family, pluralistic family, and consensual family. 3) Female students’
induced sexual risk behaviors are significantly correlated with their unsafe sexual behaviors.
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
