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ABSTRACT
Guidelines to promote global citizenship in Singapore is part of the research project ‘Guidelines to
Promote Global Citizenship: Experiences from International’. The objectives of the research are 1. to study
guidelines to promote global citizenship in best practice countries 2. to analyze guidelines that relate to the
promoting of global citizenship in Thailand, and 3. to propose guidelines to promote global citizenship appropriate
for Thailand. Case study of the research projectcountries are USA, England, the Commonwealth of Australia,

Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of the People's Republic of China, and Singapore.This research used
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mixed methods: -documentary research, survey research, interview and focus group discussion. This research
found that Singapore guidelines to promote global citizenship arethe government has clear policy and drive by
national curriculum that comprise of (1) goal/content (2) teaching methods and (3) evaluation. Lesson learned
for Thailand are has clear goal and policy, improve whole curriculum, up to date, has standard practice, and
has strong cooperation, etc.
