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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop,
evaluate and disseminate the SPARPS Instructional
Model for Enhancing Language Skills of Preschool
Children. The methodology consisted of 3 phases with
6 steps as follows:

Phase |: Developed the SPARPS Instructional
Model Step 1 Synthesized through documentaries and
relevant researches about the SPARPS Instructional
Model. The SPARPS Instructional Model consisted of 6
steps as follows: Stimulus (S), Plan (P), Active Learning
(A), Repeat (R), Presentation (P) and Share Ideas (S).

Step 2 The SPARPS Instructional Model was evaluated

by experts. The results indicated that the SPARPS

Instructional Model as perceived by the experts were

in high and highest levels of appropriateness (X =
4.00-4.60). Step 3 Tools for the SPARPS Instructional
Model were developed according to the concept of
the SPARPS Instructional Model such as Lesson Plans,
Language Skills Test and Observation Record Sheets.
Step 4 The SPARPS Instructional Model was tried out
with 27 preschool children of 5-6 years old for 1 week.

Phase IlI: Evaluated the efficiency of the
SPARPS Instructional Model Step 5 The SPARPS
Instructional Model was experimented on for 6 weeks.
The experiment was the Randomized Control-Group
Pretest-Posttest Design. The subjects comprised 2
classrooms which were assigned into experimental
and control groups with 25 of 5-6 years old preschool
children in each. Then data were analyzed by t-test for
dependent samples and independent samples. The
results were as follows: 1) After attending the learning
activity according to the SPARPS Instructional Model,
the preschool children significantly gained more
language skills at .01 level as a whole and in each
aspects of listening, speaking, reading and writing. 2)
After attending the learning activity according to the
traditional instruction, the preschool children
significantly gained more language skill in listening
at .01 level. 3) There was no significant difference
between those of preschool children in the learning
activity according to the SPARPS Instructional Model
and those of preschool children in the traditional
instruction as a whole and in each aspect before the
experiment. 4) According to the SPARPS Instructional
Model, the preschool children in the learning activity
significantly gained more language skills after the

experiment at .01 level than those of preschool

children learning by traditional instruction as a whole
and in each aspect.

Phase |Ill: Dissemination of the SPARPS

Instructional Model Step 6 The SPARPS Instructional

Model was disseminated by 6 teachers 2 teachers for
each level of 3-4, 4-5 and 5-6 years old preschool
children at Wat Nhang School, under the jurisdiction of
the Bangkok Metropolitan Regions 3's Office of the
Basic Education Commission, in the second semester
of the 2007 academic year for 2 weeks. The results

showed that the SPARPS Instructional Model as

perceived by teachers in each classroom of 4-5 years

old preschool children were in high and highest levels

(X =3.50-5.00) and that of teachers in classroom of 3-

4 and 5-6 years old preschool children were in a high

level (X = 3.50-4.00).
