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The Development of Discipline and Emotional Quotient
of the Lower Secondary students under the Ministry of

Education by Using Home-room Activities.
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Abstract

The main purpose of this
research was to find the effects of home-
room activities on the development of the
Lower secondary school students’ discipline
and emotional quotient. A sample of 230
Mathayomsuksa 3 students was drawn from
Srinakharinwirot ~ University  Demonstration
School during the first semester of the
academic year 2548 ; and a single group
pretest-posttest  experimental design was
used to assess the effects of the independent
activities) on the

variable (home-room

dependent variable (the development of
students’ discipline and emotional quotient).
The instruments for collecting research data
were 1) a test of discipline, and 2) a test of
emotional quotient. The statistical method for
analyzing the obtained data was t-test to
determine the significance of the difference
between the means obtained in the pretest
and the posttest.

The  findings from  this
research clearly indicated that after using
home-room activities, the lower secondary
school students’ development of discipline
and emotional quotient was found to be
significantly higher than the development
before using the same activities at the level
of .05.
