social skills for autistic children. The research procedure
was devised into 3 stages as follows Stage 1. Develop a
social skill checklists for autistic children. Stage 2. Develop
a social skill assessment for autistic children. Stage 3.
Develop a social skill training package for autistic children.
The sample consisted of 6 autistic children, whose social
skills were inadequate in the areas of self control,
communication with others, and working cooperatively
form schoolchildren in grade 1, 1% semester of the
Academic Year 2006, form Wat Somanas School, Bangkok
Metropolis, Ministry of Education. Three instruments were
employed in the study, namely, Social Skill Checklist,
Social Skill Assessment, and Social Skill Training Package.
The Multiple Baseline Design of the Single Subject Design,
A-B-A, was utilized in this research.
The findings were as followed:

1. A Social Skill Training Package was created and
developed in accordance with the specified criteria. This
was developed in three stages : The social skills of the
autistic children were screened using the Social Skill
Checklists, 2. The Social Skill Training Package was
developed and applied to the autistic children, and 3 The
social skills of the autistic children were assessed using
the Social Skill Assessment Forms. The above 3
instruments were reviewed by the expert and, as a result
yielded acceptable face validity. The brief description of
the research development was as follows:

1.1 The Social Skill Checklist consisted of 31
dichotomous items, devising in 3 area including 1. Self —
Control, 2. Communication and Working with Others. 3. The
Self Control was devised in to 2 sub-areas, namely, Waiting
consisting of 6 items, and Following Rules covering 7 items,
Communication comprising 3 sub-areas, including — Eye-

Contact covering 5 items, Imitation — 3 ltems, Showing Interest

in Others — 5 items. Working with Others was divided into 2 sub-

areas; Sharing which consisted of 6 items and
Following Instruction — 4 items

1.2 The Social Skill Training Package
consisted of 64 social skill activities covering the
above 3 areas : 11 activities for Waiting and also
11 items for Following Rules — Self — Control ; 4
activities for eye — contact , 4 activities for Imitation
and 16 activities for Sharing and 9 activities for
Following Instruction-Working Others.

1.3 The Social Skill Assessment applied the
interval recording in the observation and the recording
of the behaviors of the autistic children which were
recorded in the interval scoring sheet. The behaviors
were recorded in accordance with the social skills
being trained.

2. The efficiency of the Social Skill Training
Package was ascertained at the “very high" level.

2.1 The Social Skill Assessment reached 1.00
of face validity.

2.2 The social skills of autistic children leamed
through the Social Skill Training Package improved
significantly.
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
