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ABSTRACT

An Integrative Family Counseling Model is an action plan developed for the purpose of providing
consultation to families resulting in reasonable changes in the families. The changes can be evaluated by
integrating concepts, theories and techniques in order to enable the families to solve problems constructively
and to develop over time through stages of the family life cycle. There are three primary forms of integration:
Eclecticism, Selective Borrowing, and Specially Designed Integrative Models. The structure of integrative model

consists of concepts, goals, and procedures.
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
