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A STUDY OF SOME FACTORS AFFECTING SELF-
DEVLOPMENT ACCOREDING TO ETHICAL
CODES OF PROFESSIONAL TEACHER CAREER
ON PROFESSIONAL, VISION, AND PERSONALITY
OF SECONDARY TEACHERS UNDER THE
OFFICE OF EDUCATIONAL AREA |
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Abstract

The main purpose of this study were to
investigate the relationship between factors on self-
confident, optimism, openness to experience, goal
clarity, and dependent variable on self-development
according to ethical code of professional teacher career
consisted of three traits which were professional, vision,
and personality ; and to study the beta weights of the
factors contributed to the ethical code of professional
teacher career. The samples were 425 secondary
teachers in the Office of Educational Area |
Nakhonsithammarat province in the second semester of
2007 academic year, selected by a sample random
sampling technique. Tools used in the study comprised
questionnaires on self-development on ethical code of
professional teacher career which were professional,
vision, and personality and questionnaires on self-
confident, Optimism, Openness to experience and goal
clarity. The reliabilites of the questionnaires
were .84, .80, .88, .81, .90, .70 and .78 respectively. The
data were analyzed by using Multiple Regression (MMR)
and Univariate Multiple Regression (MR).

The results of the study were :

1. Factors of self-confident, optimism, openness
to experience, goal clarity and self-development on
ethical code on professional teacher career consisted of
3 traits, analyzed by MMR, revealed mutually related
with statistical significance at the level of .01(Wilks's
Lambda = .546). The Multiple correlations, analyzed by
MR, between all factors and self-development on ethical
code of professional teacher career consisted
professional, vision, and personality were .486, .631
and .549 with statistical significance at the level of .01

respectively.
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2. The beta weights of factors contributed to
each factors of self-development on ethical code of
professional teacher career were as follows:

Professional ability was found contributed with
statistical significance at .05 level from goal clarity and
openness to experience.

Vision ability was found contributed with
statistical significance at .05 level from goal clarity and
self-confident.

Personality ability was found contributed with
statistical significance at .05 level from goal clarity, self-
confident, optimism and openness to experience.
