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ABSTRACT

Standard Schoolsand 2) to compare communicative competence of students in World Class Standard Schools
with criteria 60%. The target group for brainstormingwas nine English teachers in Singburi School and
Pibulwittayalai School and one supervisor with total ten persons and the sample for comparing communicative
competencewith criteria 60 %.was 40 Mattayomsuksa 4 students level in Singburi School and Pibulwittayalai
School that selected by cluster random sampling from four World Class Standard Schools, Singburi School,
Pibulwittayalai School, Angthongpattamarotewittayakom School and Chainartpittayakon School.Theresearch
tools werebrainstorming recodedform and communicative competence test. The statistics for analyzing data

were percentage, mean, standard deviation and T- test.
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The findings of the study indicated that 1) the English learning management inWorld Class Standard

Schools by SWOT- Analysiswere as follows : strength was curriculumdesigned by teachers’ learning management

and implemented both inside and outside school, weakness was students lacked awareness of learning,

opportunity was participation in academic skills and threat was students lacked opportunity to communicate in

real situations and 2) all communicative competence aspects such as linguistic competence, sociolinguistic

competence, discourse competence and strategic competencewere lower than criteria 60 %. with statistical

significance at 0.05.
