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Abstract

This research aimed to study reading behaviors; factors affecting reading behaviors in-
cluding personal, social and control factors; and relationship between the factors among the
students of Srinakharinwirot University Prasarnmit Demonstration School (Secondary). The factors
are demographical factors, social factors, and control factors. The sample population consisted
of 283 lower secondary students enrolled in the academic year 2017. The research instrument
was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics such as frequency, percent-
age, mean, and standard deviation. Pearson’'s product moment correlation coefficient (PPMCC)
method was also employed for hypothesis testing. The results revealed that the lower second-
ary students mostly read at 1-5 times for a week and read textbooks as the printed media.
For the electronic media, the scholar websites were the most popular among them. In over all,
all factor affected to the students' reading behaviors at a high level (i = 3.55). The highest
average score was the control factors (i = 3.70) proceeding with the demographical factor (
X - 3.69) and the social factors (i = 3.27) respectively. In hypothesis testing, it was found that
demographical factors and control factors and reading behaviors did not show correlations.
At the same time, social factors and reading behaviors were positively correlated at a rather
high level. When considering questions, the item “If the library organizes reading exhibitions,
students will read” showed positive correlations at a rather high level (r = 0.72¢) at the highest
level with the statistically significant level of .0s.
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
