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Abstract

The purpose of this quasi-experimental research were :- 1) to investigate the
effect of recreational activity entitle nipa palm products on learning achievement of early
adolescence in Koh Yong-star community, Palian District, Trang province; and 2) to
examine participant satisfaction in recreational activity entitled Nipa Palm products. The
populations were 80 early adolescence (10-13 years old). The samples were 34 early
adolescence selected by lottery simple random sampling. The research instruments
were: - 1) the 4 recreational activity plans entitled Nipa Palm products; 2) learning
achievement test; and 3) the participant satisfaction survey. The collected data were
analyzed using frequencies, percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. The result
of this research show that: 1) the post - achievement Learning of the Early Adolescence
who participated in recreational activity entitled Nipa palm products was significantly
higher than their pre- learning at 0.5 level; 2) After the early adolescences participated
on the recreational activity entitled Nipa Palm products had satisfaction at the highest

level.
