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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study students’ English pronunciation and reading abilities after
learning through phonics instruction and to compare students’ vocabulary knowledge before and after learning

through phonics instruction. The Sample group was 20 grade 8 studentsusing Cluster Random Sampling at
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WatmaekadnoiSchool. The research instruments were 5 lesson plans emphasizing on phonics instruction,

pronunciation evaluation form, vocabulary knowledge test, and reading ability test. The data obtained were

analyzed for mean, standard deviation, percentage, and t-test.

The findings of this research were 1) the students could have English pronunciation ability at good level

after learning through phonics instruction. 2) the students gained more English vocabulary knowledge from

failed to the fair level with the significance level of .01 after learning through phonics instruction. 3) the students

gained reading abilities at good level after learning through phonics instruction.
