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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the priority needs of developing academic management of
Rangsit City Municipality schools Pathum Thani Province based on the concept of student well-being. The
informants consisted of 8 administrators and 7 3 teachers. The research instruments were a rating-scaled
questionnaire about approaches for developing academic management of Rangsit City Municipality schools
Pathum Thani Province based on the concept of student well-being and evaluation form to testify appropriateness
and feasibility of approaches. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
