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ABSTRACT

The research aims to compare of Grade 4
students’ achievement and attitude on English through
myths and folklores based on Communicative Language

Teaching and Traditional Method.

The sampling group of this research was the
4" year primary students, Semester 2 of the academic
year 2013, Anuban Nakhon Nayok School, Muang
District, Nakhon Nayok Province, 2 classrooms,
which were derived from simple random sampling
and draw lots one class for the experimental group
and one class for the control group. There were
36 students in total in each group. The experimental
group was taught through the communicative
language teaching by using myths and folklores and
the control group was taught through the traditional
method. The period of experiment was 7 weeks, 3
experiments a week, 60 minutes each.

This research is experimental research by
using the randomized control group pretest —
posttest design which the researcher divided the
research project into two phases: phasel, the
development of myths and folklores, and phase 2,
the trying out period. Phase 1, the research tools
were myths and folklores which had the Efficient
value E,/E,; 84.77 / 81.02. Phase 2, the trying
out period of using the research tools which
were 1) the learning plans of the communicative
language teaching using myths and folklores for the
experiment group, 2)the learning plans of the
traditional method for the control group, 3) the
achievement test in learning English with its reliability
value was .72, and 4) the attitude toward learning
English with the reliability value was .70. The data
was statistically analyzed by t-test independent

sample and t-test for dependent sample.

The results of the research were as follows:

1. The myths and folklores were in English
had the Efficiency value E,/E,; 84.77/81.02.

2. The students who were taught through

the communicative language teaching using myths
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and folklores had higher learning achievement than
students who were taught through the tradition
method learning with the statistically significant at the
.05 level.

3. The students who were taught through
the communicative language teaching using myths
and folklores had the higher attitude towards learning
English than students who were taught through the
traditional method learning with the statistically
significant at the .05 level.

4. The students who were taught through
the communicative language teaching using myths
and folklores had the higher learning achievement
after learning than before learning English and the
students who were taught through the traditional
method learning had the higher learning
achievement after learning than before learning
English with the statistically significant at the
.05 level.

5. The students who were taught through
the communicative language teaching using myths
and folklores had the higher attitude towards
learning English after learning than before and the
students who were taught through the traditional
method had the higher attitude towards learning
English after learning than before with the statistically

significant at the .05 level.
