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ABSTRACT

This mixed research methodology was
conducted to develop a child find model. The
quantitative data were gathered from school
administrators, early childhood teachers and

parents in 345 schools under the Ministry of
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Education, using multi-stage sampling design.
For qualitative research adopted in-depth
interview of 6 key informants of all stakeholders
and focus groups to determine the suitability of
the model. The finding model revealed that “The
child find procedure for schools under the
Ministry of Education” consists of 2 parts: A
systematic administration and management child
find process for school administrators using
POLC and Child Find operating process using 7
steps in the Deming’s cycle for the child find
procedure for identifying children with special
needs as follow: 1) Educating teachers and
parents on age appropriate and non-age
appropriate child development 2) In-taking of
special needs students through referral 3)
Surveying for students who have certified disabilities
4) School-wide screening 5) Monitoring children’s
development in regular classrooms 6) Assessing
children’s developmental and 7) Determining
development levels and impairment/disability

levels by a multidisciplinary team.
