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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to : 1) study
the situation of knowledge management administration
in schools, 2) construct and validity check a model of
knowledge management administration in schools,
and 3) assess a model of knowledge management
administration in schools. The research methodology
was divided into three steps: 1) studying of situation
of knowledge management administration in 30
schools based on data collected by interview 9
experts, 2) constructing and validity check a
model of knowledge managementadministration in
schools using the data obtained from the first step
for drafting a model, which later was assessed for
suitability through a group discussion with 5 specialists,
and 3) an assessment of feasibility and utility of
knowledge management administration in schools
by 300 samples in each group. The data were statistically
analyzed by using mean and standard deviation.
The research results were as follows:

1. Knowledge management administration
in schools the overall was at low level.

2. The model knowledge management
administration in schools created comprised of four
elements : 1) Administrator and teacher’s roles,
2) Knowledge status, 3) The process of knowledge
management, and 4) Implementation.

3. The assessment of a model of Knowledge
Management Administration in the schools for
implementationis appropriate and feasibility was at
high level.
