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ABSTRACT

The study aimed to 1) contextual study teachers’ efficacy in communicative English teaching and
professional development. 2) develop a communicative English Learners for professional learning communities. The
6 participants were English teachers and 38 students, consisted by purposively selected. The third phase was
the instructional model implementation. The third-phase embedded design: experimental model by quantitative
dominant of mixed methods studied. The design was used to investigate and analyze the data from the
Instruction model in the third level: Implementation (Revising). The collecting data were 1. a total Communicative
English Teaching Efficacies, 2. a total communicative English learners’ skills as 1) listening, 2) speaking, 3)
reading, 4) writing 5)vocabulary and 6) grammatical skills, 3. Interviews (Reflection Forms) and 4. Wrote Open —
ended journaling. The results of the research were as follows:

1. The results of a total communicative English teaching skills were increased from 46.10 percentage
to 83.90 percentage for before and after respectively.

2. The results of a total communicative English learners’ skills were increased from 43.00 percentage
to 61.74 percentage for before and after respectively.
