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Abstract

The study of the use of ethical measures to control members of
the United States House of Representatives aims to examine the use of
ethical measures to control members of the United States House of
Representatives who violate or fail to comply with ethical measures and
to compare the use of ethical measures to control members of the Thai
House of Representatives who violate or fail to comply with ethical

measures seriously.
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Ethical measures are an issue that many countries give importance
to and are considered international standards. Violations or failures to
comply with ethical standards are stipulated in laws at the constitutional
and subordinate laws of the United States, in which the researcher has
studied the Constitution of the United States and the Code of Ethics for
Government Service 1958. For Thailand, the Constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand B.E. 2560, the Organic Act on the Prevention and Suppression
of Corruption B.E. 2542, and the Supreme Court's General Assembly
Rules on the Consideration of Cases Regarding Violations or Failure to
Comply with Ethical Standards Seriously B.E. 2561.

The United States has clearly defined penalties, and the Supreme
Court is the only court with authority to adjudicate cases of violations or
non-compliance with ethical standards. In Thailand, the people with
authority to adjudicate cases are the Constitutional Court and the
Supreme Court, and the President of the Supreme Court appoints an
independent panel of investigators, and this authority is stipulated in the
Constitution.

The Constitution and the Code of Ethics for Government Service
1958 of the United States use the term "ethics", while the Constitution of
the Kingdom of Thailand 2017, the Organic Act on the Prevention and
Suppression of Corruption 1999, and the Supreme Court's General
Assembly Rules on the Consideration of Judgment in Cases Regarding
Serious Violations or Non-Compliance with Ethical Standards 2018.

They shall in all Cases, except Treason, Felony and Breach of the Peace, be privileged from Arrest
during their Attendance at the Session of their respective Houses, and in going to and returning
from the same; and for any Speech or Debate in either House, they shall not be questioned in any
other Place.
