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Abstract
This quasi experimental research aims to study the effects of using the fostering

students’ attitude towards their peers with special needs intervention. The participants
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were 86 students of the grade 9. The research instrument included the intervention
fostering students’ attitude towards their acceptance of peers with special needs and
acceptance of peers with special needs questionnaire. One — way repeated measures
ANOVA and Independent sample t-test were used to compare mean and standard deviation
between the time series of acceptance of peers with special needs. The results of research
were the score of acceptance of peers with special needs in the posttest and follow-up
test of the experimental group was higher than Pretest at .05 statistical significance and
the posttest and follow-up test of the experimental group was higher than the control

group at .05 statistical significance
