Abstract

This research aimed to study the system factors and additionally to find their beta weight
as it related to and affected to the effectiveness of the EPTS program, plus to study the
program’s effectiveness. The study targeted persons related to the program including EPTS,
administrators, teachers, parents, students in the academic year 2009, and alumni (M.6 graduates)
from the classes of 2002 through 2008, a total of 670 people. This research studied the system
factors related to 12 variables of operating the EPTS program including Environment were the
economics of the parents, social trends, the availability of advanced technologies. Input were EPTS
Program policy, administrator, teacher and student quality, availability of media equipment.
Process were academic management, budget management, program integrated management, and
personnel management. The research also utilized a questionnaire as a tool to study the effectiveness
of the EPTS program based on 4 variables as follows; as a model for an English program, academic
achievement of the students, English language ability of the students, and desirable characteristics
of the students. Multiple Regression Analysis of multiple variables was used to analyze the
system factors beta weight; and scores of student learning achievement, scores of English proficiency
measured by CU-TEP and CU-SSEPT, and scores of students desirable characteristics were
analyzed to study the effectiveness of the program. Apart from that, related EPTS Program
documents were synthesized as well as Focus Group discussions were held to analyze the Strengths,
the Weaknesses, the Opportunities and the Threats of the EPTS program.

Study Results

1. From analysis of the12 variables of system factors, the overall opinion from the
questionnaire participants was that the EPTS Program has been operating at a high level. Considering
of each individual factor, it was found that the operation of the EPTS Program performed at a high
level in the economics of the parents, the availability of advanced technologies, EPTS Program policy,
administrator and student quality, availability of media equipment, academics management,
budget management, and personnel management. While the operation of the program performed
at the highest level in social trends of the EPTS Program with a mean of 4.25, the importance
of the English Program with a mean of 4.34 and the foreign teachers are knowledgeable with good

English skills with a mean of 4.23. In addition, the program integrated management on EPTS students

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having opportunities to participate the activities with regular program students performed at an average
level with a mean of 3.34.

2. As for the relationship between system factors and EPTS Program effectiveness,
it was found that the 12 system factor variables and the 4 EPTS program effectiveness variables
were related at a significance .01 level, Wilk’s Lambda (A) = 0.95; And the multiple correlation
coefficients on multivariate and univariate dependent variables between the system factors and
each variable of EPTS program effectiveness was related at significance .01 level, R was between
0.63 - 0.74.

To find the Beta weight of which affected the effectiveness of the EPTS Program at
significance 0.01 and 0.05 found that there were 8 variables as follows: social trends, availability
of advanced technologies, student quality, availability of media equipment, academics management,
budget management, program integrated management, and personnel management.

3. Summary of the effectiveness of the EPTS program

All factors successfully affect the effectiveness of the EPTS program at a high level, as
well as almost all items of each factor particularly student desirable characteristics was at the
highest level on the following items: students have healthy mind and human relations with a mean
of 4.35, and students have healthy habits, enjoy exercising and are drug free with a mean of 4.20.
Considering the details of each factor the research, it was found as follows:

3.1 The effectiveness of the EPTS program on “as a model for an English program”
was successful at a high level with a mean of 3.89, The highest item was the EPTS program as a
model for an English program with a mean of 4.12, and a Learning-Classroom Atmosphere of the
EPTS program as a place for foreign teachers to demonstrate their instruction skills to visitors from
external organizations. In academic year 2009, 15 organizations visited the EPTS program. In addition,
during academic year 2007-2009, 14 projects or activities, represented at 25.93%, were conducted
to encourage and support the factor of “as a model for an English program”.

3.2 The effectiveness of the EPTS program on “Academic achievement of student”
was successful at a high level with a mean of 3.92. The highest item was students have an
ability to communicate in both Thai and English with a mean of 4.07, and it was found that student
achievement scores of GPA 2.50 and higher were at 94.23% (the Office for National
Education Standards and Quality Assessment (ONESQA) assessment criteria, considered a “very
good” level) and the lower than GPA 2.50 were at 5.77%. During the academic year 2002-2008,
99.17% of the EPTS alumni continued to study in tertiary institutions with 44.72% studied in the
country for English-language programs and 43.90% studied in a regular Thai program, and 11.38%
went abroad; additionally students had an opportunity to participate in competitions and obtain
many awards. During academic year 2007-2009, 10 projects or activities, represented at 18.52%,

were conducted to encourage and support the factor of “Academic achievement of student”.
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3.3 The effectiveness of the EPTS program on “Student English proficiency”
was successful at a high level with a mean of 3.96. The highest item was the ability of students to listen
and understand English with a mean of 4.09.Via Chulalongkorn University English standardized test,
CU-SSEPTand CU-TEP, the result of students’ English proficiency ability levels of “best,” “better,”
and “good” were represented at 68.71% and the “average” was represented at 15.17%,
the “improvement” and the “weak” were represented at 9.48% of the number of students who
attended the test. During academic year 2007-2009, 8 projects or activities, represented at 14.81%,
were conducted to encourage and support the factor of “Student English proficiency”.

3.4 The effectiveness of the EPTS program on “Students desirable characteristics”
was successful at a high level with a mean of 3.95. The highest item was students having a healthy
mind and good human relations with a mean of 4.35. The evaluation of students’ expected characteristics,
most were very good quality at 69.56%, followed by a level of good quality at 30.44%, and there
were no improvement levels. During academic year 2007-2009, 15 projects or activities,
represented at 27.78%, were conducted to encourage and support the factor of “Students desirable
characteristics”.

The focus group discussion of the effectiveness of the EPTS program, the Strengths,
Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats Analysis were summarized as follows: 1) Strengths:
Students academic and English skill abilities were considered as world class; Students had opportunities
to test their English proficiency via standardized tests; Students continued to study in tertiary institutions;
Selecting qualified teachers who are native English speakers; The personnel work well together
with unity; Students were looked after closely; The availability of cutting-edge technology and
teaching media; and Parents who are eager and ready to support the operation of the program.
2) Weaknesses: Some students are still weak in grammar; Students speak too much Thai in the
classroom; Shortage of maintenance staff to repair various multimedia devices promptly; Students
discipline and moral value have decreased. 3) Opportunities: Providing a collaborative program
between EPTS and other institutes; The English programs at university-level are increasing;
To fulfil students quality and potential; The EPTS alumni should be invited as guest speakers to share
their experiences with students and parents. 4) Threats: Instruction on some topics do not
cover content that corresponds to the curriculum in all respects; The rules relating to teaching
and learning change frequently; Policies related to immigration and to employment in Thailand

that effect foreign teachers; and The unexpected and urgent extracurricular that affect planed lessons.
